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Curse of the Pharaohs:

A supernatural puzzle we do not know to
which shore it will leads us and it is known as
the curse of the Pharaohs, which has estab-
lished in the minds of lovers of Egyptian civili-
zation and researchers secrets associated
with the pharaohs priests from the other
world.

Carter
had a canary in a cage in his apartment in
Egypt, when he discovered the cemetery he
named it the “Cemetery of the Golden Bird”
On the same day, and on the opening day of
the cemetery a cobra entered the cage and
devoured the bird and immediately it was told
that the ‘Damn’ began with the opening of the
cemetery where the cobra snake which is on
the Pharaohs kings crown started the re-
venge of the king of all who disturbed him in
his coffin. Two days later, in celebration of
