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Pilots suicide with passengers on board

Malaysian disappearance of the plane
turned into a mystery and no one knows
what really happened except its crew, the
sea and skies ingested the secret with the
crew and all its passengers.

But it is not certain that someone in the
cockpit pilots deliberately downed the plane
by committing suicide like other pilots did
earlier in the twentieth century and killed
hundreds of innocent passengers.

Pending the recovery of the black box of the
Malaysian plane, to uncover the truth we
must look at pilots who committed suicide,
taking with them the lives of the passengers.

Plane crashed into the Atlas

Mountains

On August 21 a Moroccan model 312-42 -
ATR- French Italian-made twin-engine plane
crashed. The pilot Khiati and his foreign as-
sistant Sofia and a crew of two Moroccans,
with 40 passengers, half of them tourists,
were killed.

The investigations indicated that it lost its
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balance after ten minutes of taking off at
night with an altitude of 16000 feet. Sud-
denly appeared on the radar screen Captain
Khiati who veered downward the plane and
within a few minutes the plane hit the rocks
in the Atlas Mountains and exploded.

The investigation confirmed after finding the
black box that Captain Khiati turned off the
autopilot on purpose and persisted in bring-
ing it down intentionally killing him with all
those on board and most notably famous
was Kuwait Sheikh Jaber Al-Mubarak Al-
Hamoud Ali and his wife Sheikha Moatazza.
They listened to the plane recordings and
heard ‘Help the captain wants to...” from his
co-pilot who tried to stop him when she real-
ized his intentions, and that's what the news-
papers published at the time, and the dis-
semination of news titled in the Los Angeles
Times, ‘The pilot failed love’ the pilot of the
plane Khiati had experienced a failed roman-
tic relationship and the “Agence France
Presse’ news did not report anything in its



edition. But the British newspaper “The
Guardian” in its issue of November 15, 1999
published a story that said an emotional
state of love and quarrel arose between him
and his co-pilot Sofia Vogega who died with
him in the crash.

He wanted to kill his wife

There is also the incident of suicide of a fa-
mous aviator who dropped the Boeing be-
longing to the company “SilkAir” of Singa-
pore.

Federal Aviation Administration investiga-
tions found that the pilot of the plane, "Tso
Wai Ming" on December 19, 1997 committed
suicide by bringing down the plane intention-
ally killing himself and his 97 passengers
who were on board In addition to a crew of 7
members.

After investigations, it has been proven that
he was suffering from psychological crisis
during his flight and after a severe depres-
sion he struck his assistant head with a
sharp instrument so fiercely that the black
box recorded a sharp sound along with the
co-pilot moaning, he then stopped the auto-
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matic pilot leading the plane to her final rest-
ing place.

In the newspaper “Aviation Safety Network”
reported other news, including a Russian
Pilot seized in 1976 an aircraft "Antonov 2"
and struck a building in the city of Nobose-
perk where his ex-wife whom he still loved
lived in order to kill her and kill himself along
11 of the residents but his ex-wife luckily
survive.

In Bogota, capital of Colombia an aviation
mechanic after being released from his job
took over a plane model 748 HS- and flew to
one of the suburbs of the city and then air-
dropped the plane killing himself and two
others, after talking with the company's vice
president he decided to committed suicide .
On November 29 last year when a pilot fly-
ing a jet "Embraer" Brazilian-made belonging
to the Mozambique Airline veered out sud-
denly and committed suicide in the jungles
of Namibia, along with a crew of six people
in addition to 27 passengers.

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April Isn’t
Just Tax Season

It’s hard to run a business. Anyone who owns their own business knows
this, and anyone involved in Human Resources knows how hard it is to be
sure that everyone in the company is where they need to be, doing what
they need to do. Adding immigration issues on top of all of these concerns
can overwhelm an HR Manager or business owner. Especially in when
April 1% is approaching.

Why is April a particularly stressful month? It’s not just because our in-
come taxes are due. On April 1% of each year, a window to file a visa peti-
tion for a professional worker (an H-1B petition) opens up. There are
65,000 H-1B visa available for professionals with a bachelor’s degree or its
equivalent. There are an additional 20,000 H-1B visa numbers available to
people who have a U.S. master’s-level degree or higher. The window that
opens on April 1% closes when the H-1B visa numbers run out. During the
last two years, the numbers have run out quickly — last year, they ran out
within two weeks. In previous years, more H-1B petitions were filed on the
first day than the total number available.

The limited number of H-1B visas puts employers in a bind. Often, em-
ployers recruit talented employees from colleges and universities. These
recent graduates usually have work permits valid for one year, so employ-
ers file H-1B petitions for their employees hoping to continue to employ
them for a longer period. Other times, employers find exceptional candi-
dates overseas and the H-1B visa is the best way for the person to get to the
U.S. With only 65,000 visas available to college grads and another 20,000
for those who earned their master’s degree in the United States, some peo-
ple will be selected and some will not. How does the immigration service
pick which petitions it will accept and which will get rejected? If more pe-
titions than visas are filed during the first week of April, a random lottery
of all petitions is conducted. (Otherwise, petitions are accepted until the
numbers are filled up.)

With limited visa numbers available, many employers and their prospective
employees must deal with the disappointment of learning that their petition
was not selected. It is difficult for employers to run their businesses, and
not being able to employ a qualified, skilled person is a major setback for
most employers. When we do not have enough visas available to satisfy
employers’ demand, we know we have a problem. Regardless of what you
might think about the possibility of immigration reform, the month of April
makes one thing clear: businesses stand to benefit from changes in our im-
migration laws. Businesses must be vocal about the issues they face with
respect to our complex and limited immigration system in order to con-
vince Congress to take some action.
