Charles Malek Gave People their Human Rights

The Universal Declaration of Human Rights is one of the greatest achievements of the century,
Charles Malek of Lebanon achieved. With these words Kofi Annan, former Secretary General of
the United Nations, introduced Charles Malek. "Yes, everyone is talking about Khalil Gibran in
the United States and in countries around the world, and a few know the history of a man whose
name does not die, named Charles Malek. He has fought for giving the world a bill of human
rights in complex and difficult global situations, and differences in beliefs and ideology in the
world over the three years 1946 and 1947 and 1948.

Charles Malek held many positions in the United
Nations. Lebanon's delegate and member of the
Economic and Social Council at the United Na-
tions, and the main task of the Council was to put
through the Bill of Human Rights.

He is a Lebanese Scientist, and professor of phi-
losophy, mathematics, physics, and secretary of
the United Nations Commission on Human
Rights, and deputy in the Lebanese Parliament
and the Minister of Foreign Affairs of Lebanon at
the time of President Camille Chamoun.

Charles Habib Malek 1906. Is a political, diplo-
matic thinker, a Lebanese Christian Orthodox,
was the only Arab who participated in the draft-
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ing and preparation of the Universal Declaration
of Human Rights in 1948 in his capacity as Presi-
dent of the Economic and Social Council of the
United Nations, he has also served as Minister of
Education in 1956 in the government of Sami
Solh to the era of President Camille Chamoun, he
presided over the General Assembly of the
United Nations between 1958 - 1959 and de-
parted after a struggle with the disease in 1987.

Born in Btaram Charles Malek graduated from
the American University of Beirut in 1927 and
then earned a PHD. from Harvard University in
1937, and then was appointed minister and then
ambassador to the United Nations, then served as



the decision maker of the Commission on Human
Rights in 1947 and 1948 with the drafting of the
United Nations Human Rights that was ratified in
San Francisco after a fiery argument between
Charles Malek and communist countries and so-
cialist regimes.

John Humphrey diplomat and lawyer sent a draft
of the Declaration of Human Rights to the assem-
bly and Eleanor Roosevelt, first Lady, wife of
President Franklin Roosevelt commissioned
Rene Cassin a French diplomat on drafting a
brief of the Human Rights law on one condition
to seek advice from Charles Malek. Therefore he
received help from Charles Malek in the prepara-
tion of the each paragraph and the development
of texts and wording of the resolution, and thus
the document was imprinted with the owner
ideas especially his imprints in the development
of the introduction.

It was his insistence on Article 18, which pro-
vides for freedom of thought, conscience and re-
ligion and Article 20 which provides for the free-
dom of peaceful assembly and association and
Article 26 on the human right to education that
made those pass in the resolution.

Not only his leadership in the Committee for Hu-
man Rights, he also in 1948 presided over the
Third Committee of Economic and Social Affairs
at the United Nations, and upon the death of El-
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eanor Roosevelt in 1951 he was chosen to suc-
ceed her in the chair of the Committee, and in
1958 presided over the General Assembly of the
United Nations.

Charles Malek is one of those men who did not
die. John Humphrey director of the American
Section of the Secretariat of the United Nations,
mentioned in his memoirs:

We were fortunate that Charles Malek was famil-
iar with the legislative path of human rights, he
did raise humanity above the laws and constitu-
tions of the world, fought for and won the case
from the highest authority in the world, namely
the United Nations platform.

Charles Malek got nearly 55 honorary doctorates
from leading universities and scientific institutes
and universities in the United States, Canada and
Europe.

Charles Malek is the flag of Lebanon and the Ce-
dars of Lebanon such an intellectual, high culture
and the significant person, present at various lev-
els in various fields.

He is the author of world history and of science
and distinctive personality, knowledge, and cul-
ture, and volatility in a variety of positions.

In this lies the only hope and our security, we believe
that the citizen perceived will work for life and not

for death. We need $1,000,000 to the gigantic task of

educating supported by great faith in man's ability to
control his destiny through the exercise of reason.
We have all of our energy, and our commitment to
our knowledge of this work. I do not hesitate to ask
you to help. With a loyalty.

Now, no less dear Lebanese do not say that we in the U.S. have Gibran Khalil Gibran, but say we have
promoted two Cedars the first carried the word and the second elevated humanity.

Gibran transplanted Lebanon in universities, Malek's transplanted humanity in the world.

The fact that there are men who never die, but the glory of Lebanese immigrants was bestowed over

them.
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Medjugorje is a village located west of the mu-
nicipality of Citluk in Bosnia (former Yugosla-
via). The word Medjugorje in Yugoslav means
the area between two mountains.

The real story began in 1981 in the afternoon of
June 24 when while the two girls Ivanka
Ivankovic and Mirjana Dragicevic were returning
from a walk, Ivanka looked towards a hill called
Krynica and saw a shadow of a bright woman
and said to Mirjana ‘It is Our Lady’.

At first the
messages were almost daily, today and several
years later, they occurred on the fifth of every
month, and visionaries describe the beauty of
Our Lady Virgin Mary is beyond description and
radiant with holiness. And be apparitions usually
happens around 18:40, and thousands of people
come daily at that time to participate in this event
with prayers and hymns and the Divine Liturgy is
celebrated by thirty priests or more, and the
evening service lasts for more than three hours
and this happens daily since 1981.

The value of the Nobel prize is 10 million
Swedish kronor, or the equivalent of 1.5 million
dollars or 1.1 million euros in addition to the
medals, honorary, and certificates received by the

winners handed out by the king of Sweden
during a huge banquet held in Stockholm on
Nobel Day on December 10 of each year.

The Nobel Peace Prize is held in Oslo, capital of
Norway, on the same day.
