King Herod was king of a kingdom called Judea
during the second half of the first century BC,
and his kingdom expanded to the east of Jordan
to include most of the land of Israel, and it was
from Roman citizens. His story began with the
killing of all the children of Jerusalem after being
afraid from on word which is the baby king is
born.

The three Wise Men sat before Herod and they
are Balthazar, Melchior, and Casper saying: Your
Majesty King Herod we are from Persia, we pur-
sue the bright star that appears even in the light
of the sun, this star tells us the birth of the child
king, so we came to worship Him and offer Him
gifts and be blessed by the existence of this child
who would be king of kings. King Herod trem-
bled and grabbed the throne chair for fear of los-
ing it, for what he heard from the mouth of the
Magi kings threaten his throne.

The shrine of ‘Prophet Omran [ .

The village of ‘Klile’ lies in the area of Tyre in southern Lebanon, about eight kilometers
northwest of the sea and sits on a hill with about 45 meters above sea level.In ancient
times ‘Klile’ was a passageway to the prophets, and “Joaquin” Omran father of the Virgin
Mary has resided in ‘Klile’ and his grave is located in the area called Omran, and it is very
likely that the Virgin Mary was born (from the book by Dr. and researcher J. Abu Khalil ). In
the village of ‘Klile’ also known as the farm of Omran, where it is stated in history about the
Convention held between the Queen of Tyr and Aram Ararat or Ugarit and the ruler of
Egypt, the region has been mentioned and referred to by the name of Omran . History
mentioned only two men known by that name, they are Omran father of Moses and Omran
father of the Virgin Mary “Joaquin”, his name is also mentioned in the Koran ‘Kareem'. In a
scientific outlook which were newly discovered showing the dwelling is the place of the fa-
ther of the Virgin Mary. In confirmation of this and in the words of Father Michael Abboud

‘Klile’ village lies on the archaeo-
logical line extending from Palestine towards Naqoura, which passes through ‘mother of
columns then through the area of Omran down to the town of ‘Hanoah’, then Cana of Gali-
lee, and this road was a conduit for convoys throughout history it is likely to be that Christ
at his departure from Palestine to Lebanon had passed through and He stayed in the
house of Joaquin the father of the Virgin Mary in the locality of Omran.
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The World’s Largest Floating
Christmas Tree
Has 3 Million Bulbs

According to the Guinness Book of World
Records, the world’s largest floating Christ-
mas tree is located in Brazil, more specifi-
cally in Lagoa Rodrigo de Freitas, in Rio de
Janeiro.Two years ago, master of ceremonies
Jose Mayer and singer Simone officially inau-
gurated the Christmas celebrations. Thousands
of people turned out in Rio de Janeiro for the
lighting of the 85-meter (278-foot) floating
Christmas tree, adorned with 2.9 million lights
and 1,600 Christmas ornaments, which re-
quired 52 kilometers (32 miles) of cables to
light-setting the world record for the Largest
Floating Christmas Tree. The Tree stands 28
stories tall and sparkles with a light show con-
taining 11 sequential patterns of 2.9 million
mini bulbs, more than 82 miles of lights and
1,600 strobe lights. The tree is constructed out
of 530 tons of steel sitting on 11 pon-
toons.The Largest Floating Christmas
Tree has its own sound system, playing Christ-
mas music recorded in Italy until Three Kings’
Day on Jan. 6.This Christmas tree “La Joie”
has become one of the landmarks that attract
thousands of visitors every year.
