U.S. public debt represents an astronomical
figure more than the number of the stars of
heaven scattered in the vast space or even
more than the grains of sand on the beaches
of Miami, where the U.S. public debt is of
16.7 trillion dollars, every trillion equals one
thousand billion and every billion equals one
thousand million.

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Lebanon Times was inundated by phone calls from all
Lebanese around Houston wanting to know what we
knew about Rasputin since they heard mentioned sev-
eral times on October 26 and since the reader is
‘King” we decided publish what we found out after a
thorough research.

The Russian mystic Grigori Rasputin (22 January
€.1869 - 29 December 1916) was known reviled
throughout the 20th century as a religious cheater, de-
ceiver and charlatan, though during his lifetime he was
hailed as almost a saintly figure by many who knew
him. Undoubtedly his image was tarnished by the
events surrounding his death and the Russian Revolu-
tion, and new evidence continues to radiate. Rasputin
was born into a peasant family at Pokrovskoye in Sibe-
ria. During his childhood Rasputin showed supernatural
powers, such as the ability to identify thieves merely by
looking at them, but these derive from his family mem-
bers and are not considered reliable. He was, however,
a disobedient boy and when a teenager his family sent
him to spend three months at the Verkhoturye Monas-
tery to learn a bit of discipline. Instead he had a vision
of the Virgin Mary which convinced him that he had
miraculous powers and that he was destined by God to
be a wandering preacher. He then joined a secretive and
banned sect, the Khlysty, rumored to indulge in sexual
acts as part of their rituals. Rasputin left and returned
home and, outwardly, settled down to being a peasant.
He married, had three children and began farming. But
in 1901 he left home to begin his ministry. By 1905
Rasputin had established a firm reputation among coun-
try people as a fervent preacher, a gifted holy healer
and a miracle worker. In 1905 he was approached by a
noble lady, Anna Vyrubova, who asked if he could cure
hemophilia, a rare genetic blood disorder that stops the
blood from clotting. Rasputin said he would try and was
led to a small boy suffering huge internal bleeding from
a bruise caused by falling from a horse. The boy was
Alexei, son and heir to Tsar Nicholas Il of Russia.

Rasputin led the boy in prayer and insisted that he was
given total bed rest. The bleeding stopped and the
prince’s life was saved. Thereafter the Tsaritsa Alexan-
dra insisted that Rasputin should stay nearby so that he
could come to her son whenever needed. Alexandra
came to believe that God spoke to her through
Rasputin. Even the Tsar Nicholas considered him a
holy man and friend. Others at the Imperial court were
not so convinced by Rasputin’s claims to sanctity. It
soon became known that he had a wolfish sexual appe-
tite - once seducing a nun - and that he drank to excess
most nights.

The fact that he gradually came to have some degree of
political influence over Alexandra, and through her
over the Tsar, angered and disturbed government offi-
cials while senior figures in the church disliked his he-
retical preaching. Rasputin claimed that before achiev-
ing redemption it was necessary to sin, which he did
with great enjoyment and often with noble ladies as
well as peasant women, before humbling himself before
God. When World War | began, the Tsar left for the
front leaving his wife in charge of domestic policy.
Soon opposition to her poorly thought-out policies be-
gan to center on Rasputin. One of those opposing the
government, Prince Felix Yusupov, decided that
Rasputin had to die. Rasputin went to attend a dinner at
Yusopov’s house in St Petersburg and was found dead
three days later floating in the Neva River. They
crushed his skull, stabbed him, shot him and yet he still
lived. Finally they wrapped him in a carpet and threw
him in a river and he came to the surface struggling be-
fore he finally drowned. In the 1990s it emerged that a
British spy had been present at the killing and may have
helped or even instigated the plot. Rasputin will remain
forever the symbol of corruption because of his dark
background and gloomy history along his treachery and
theft and sexual lust and drunkenness. Quote:

An ltalian prison saw a unique incident
as the thieves managed to break into
and steal a large sum of money as re-
ported by Italian media.

The newspaper Corriera Dela Sera re-
ported that the robbery occurred shortly
after midnight when escaped thieves
from the surveillance systems slipped
into the office of the Director prison in
Pavia near Milan, and the thieves man-
aged to disarm the safe found in the of-
fice before fleeing.
