The Love & Law

Love is a beautiful, wonderful experience. When we find love, we do not
allow anything to stop us. Most of us would go so far as to break the law for
the one we love. Many couples in the United States fall in love without wor-
rying about how they can stay together in one country. However, when one
of the parties to an engagement or marriage is not a United States Citizen or
Permanent Resident, the couple has to take action so that the Non-U.S.-
Citizen can apply for Permanent Residence (commonly called a “Green
Card”). Within the last year, the U.S. Supreme Court struck down the fed-
eral definition of marriage as being between one man and one woman. As a
result, the possibility of immigrating to the United States as the spouse of a
United States citizen or Permanent Resident (or obtaining a visa to come to
the U.S. as the fiancée of a U.S. citizen) has opened up to same-sex couples
(commonly called “bi-national couples”) as well.

Having practiced immigration law for more than six years, | have met many
such couples (which I call “international couples” here) who tell me that they
had no idea that they would have to file applications with immigration to
stay together — they just assumed that since one of them was a U.S. Citizen
or Permanent Resident, they would be allowed to lived together in the United
States.

However, under U.S. Immigration laws, these international couples are re-
quired to prove that their relationship is a genuine or bona fide marital rela-
tionship; they must show that they did not marry simply to allow one of the
spouses to immigrate to the United States. They can do this by showing that
they have lived together since they married. If the couple is engaged and
seeking a fiancée visa so they can reunite in the United States, they must
show that they have met in person at least one time and have an ongoing re-
lationship. Apart from showing that their love for each other is real, the per-
son applying for Permanent Residence must show that they are eligible for it.
Having a criminal history, having entered the United States without proper
documentation, lying or misleading a U.S. Government official, or otherwise
violating U.S. Immigration Laws may affect a person’s ability to apply for
Permanent Residence.

Sadly, in some cases, the United States immigration system separates cou-
ples for months or years. Immigration attorneys work to represent married
and engaged international couples with the goal of keeping them together in
the United States or allowing them to reunite in the United States as quickly
as possible. It is important for couples to consult with a reputable immigra-
tion attorney before applying for a green card or a visa to allow one of them
to enter the United States in order to avoid potential problems or setbacks in
their process. Nothing should come between a loving and committed couple.
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Alfred Lord Tennyson said “It's better to
have loved and lost than never to have
loved at all.” In spite of the risk of losing
love, most people spend their life trying to
find and hold on to love. In 1 Corinthians
13, also called the love chapter, Paul
breaks down his understanding of love.
Although only a few observations will be
made, | encourage you to take time to
study it because it is rich in information.
Paul begins by describing a few gifts of
the Holy Spirit including speaking in
tongues, prophesy, faith, and mercy. He
states that even if we practice these gifts
perfectly, but do not love, then they have
no value. Often times we might find our-
selves helping someone, but mumbling
about the inconvenience of it under our
breaths. Paul is saying it is not the act of
helping that is important, but rather the
love we show. In all of our actions, no
matter how big or small, love must be at
the forefront for it to be fruitful.

The next verses start out, “Love is patient,
love is kind...” These are popular verses
with a great deal of meaning. One way we
can tell if we love authentically is by tak-
ing out the word “love” and replacing it
with our name. By doing this we can
gauge how well we love the way God
commanded. He is the only person who

can put His name in front of these charac-
teristics and come out with no weakness.
God is perfectly patient, kind; He does not
envy, or boast, etc. As we begin to ask
ourselves, “am | patient, am | kind?” and
find deficiencies we should take them to
God and ask Him to help enhance our
love.

It is interesting that Paul’s first description
of love is “patient.” In our fast-paced
world patience is not something that is of-
ten practiced. However, for love to be suc-
cessful, each person has to show patience.
Consider how much patience God shows
us on a daily basis. Every day we fail Him
and make promises that we break, but His
love never fails. He continues to shower
His love on us in spite of our letdowns.
This is the same idea we must keep in
mind when we love others.

Finally, Paul ends the list in verse seven
with love “always perseveres.”

It continues, persists, and en-
dures. This has become a difficult concept
these days with divorce becoming more
acceptable. However, for love to look the
way God intended we must always fight
for it as God fights for us. Authentic love
requires work, but if both parties are per-
severing love will remain.

Narrated Ibn Abbas: The Prophet (pbuh) cursed
effeminate men and those women who assume the
similitude (manners) of men. He also said: "Turn
them out of your houses (Bukhari vol. 8, no. 6834;
see vol. 7 nos. 5885 and 5886)
Marriage in Islam
The Qur'an describes that everything has been cre-
ated in pairs which complement one another. Pair-
ing of male and female is thus part of human na-
ture and the natural order. Marriage and family is
the accepted way in Islam for a person's emotional,
psychological, and physical needs to be met. The
Qur'an describes the husband/wife relationship as
one of love, tenderness, and support. Procreation is
another way of fulfilling human needs, for those
whom God blesses with children. The institution
of marriage is considered the foundation of Islamic
society, the natural state in which all people have
been created to live.
Muslims generally believe that homosexuality
stems from conditioning or exposure, and that a
person who feels homosexual urges should strive to
change. It is a challenge and struggle to overcome,
just as others face in their lives in different ways. In
Islam, there is no legal judgment against people
who feel homosexual impulses but do not act upon
them.
In many Muslim countries, acting upon homosex-
ual feelings . .the behavior itself .. is condemned
and subject to legal punishment.
