How and when?
Herod the Greek historian (435 BC) - (484

River in addition to the caves and ware-
houses, ports and roads that were of their
own making, and perhaps the following text
which is found in eastern Brazil confirms the
arrival of the Canaanites to the south of the
American continent, where the following
statement was engraved on the rocks:

We are sons of Canaan from Sidon, the city
of King Hiram, commerce has brought us to
this distant coast, and we have made a sac-
rifice to the gods.

From Sidon we sailed into the Red Sea in a
convoy of ten ships at sea we were together
for two years to come here and we are ten
men and three women. We hope the gods
will support us.

So it was the Phoenicians who discovered
the world, bringing with them their trade and
letters of the alphabet and purple pigment,
leaving their mark in remembrance because
they did not have armies to occupy those
countries like other barbaric civilizations.
