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The Guide to Knowing The Rules of Fasting

Prerequisites of fasting:
Fasting is an obligation on every Muslim, Pubescent, Sane, and
capable of fasting.

The requisites of fasting are two:

1. The intention: the place of which is in the heart. So, it is not
obligatory to say it through the mouth. And it is obligatory to say it
on every night of Ramadan and fasting is invalid without it. So one
could say in the heart:

“[ intend to fast the day of tomorrow from the month of Ramadan”
However according to some Mujtahidin, it is sufficient to intend on
the night preceding the first day of Ramadan, to fast thirty days of
Ramadan of that year. So one could say in the heart:

“I intend to fast thirty days of the month of Ramadan of this year”

If the menstrual or postpartum bleeding of a woman stopped at night,
then she must intend to fast the following day of Ramadan even if she
didn’t perform the purificatory bath, “Ghus!".

2. Abstinence: From food and drink and from entering anything that
has size, no matter how small it is, into the head or stomach, from an
open inlet such as the mouth, nose or the uterus, during the day --that
is from dawn-Fajr, until sunset-Maghrib.

If one ate or drank, forgetful of the fast, even if much, his fast is not
invalidated because of the sahih hadith which means:

¢ if one forgot that he is fasting and ate and drank let him
continue his/her fasting because it is God who provided for
him/her the food and drink. »

If someone enters something into their mouth (finger or other), thus
vomits deliberately, their fast is invalidated even if nothing of the
vomit is swallowed. If someone inadvertently vomited, their fast is
not invalidated. However, if they swallowed the saliva stained with
vomit, before rinsing their mouth, this invalidates the fast.

The things that invalidate the fast are the following:
1-Deliberate eating or drinking no matter how little.

2-Using nose drops, eardrops, and suppositories invalidate the fasting.
Note: According to some Islamic Scholars, using eardrops does not
invalidate fasting. Eye drops, and intravenous or intramuscular
injections do not invalidate fasting.

3-Losing consciousness during the whole day, (dawn to sunset).
Note: Fainting for part of the day does not invalidate the fasting.

4-Becoming insane even for one moment.
5-1f menstrual or postpartum bleeding start during the day.

6-Deliberate ejaculation by masturbation or by physical contact (even
by spouse) during the day of fasting.

Note: Inadvertent ejaculation by looking, thinking or dreaming does
not invalidate the fasting.

7-Deliberate copulation during the day while remembering the fast
even if ejaculation did not occur.

8- Committing blasphemy of any type deliberately. Whether jokingly
or in anger, whether one remembers the fast or not. One must refrain
from committing the three types of blasphemy:

a- By the Tongue, example to insult Allah or Al-Islam

b- By the Heart, example to believe that Allah is a body or spirit

c- By the Actions, example throwing Al-Mushaf (Al-Qur’an) in the
garbage, or prostrating to an idol.
