Paper Currency and coins bacteria outweigh
the toilets, confirmed by European study.
Money is the root of all evil, and sometimes a
source of happiness and sometimes a source
of jealousy and envy, murder, kidnapping
and treason. But benefits enumerate the dis-
advantages and we seek it to gain satisfac-
tion, he who has the money, has the power of
influence, this is why there is a saying:
"Money Talk".

But what is the number of bacteria present in
banknotes?

in the past women used tattoo as an expres-
sion of their beauty, but this habit disap-
peared and then returned to show strongly,
especially among girls and young artists,
and some say that the tattoo for them is to
send messages to others to express certain
feelings, and sometimes tattoos are of na-
tional in nature and political.

Thousand years ago, tattoos were used as a
talisman against death and against evil spir-
its, and used to protect against witchcraft
and evil eye.

Arabs also used tattoos to differentiate be-
tween the tribes.

As for how a tattoo is performed? by intro-
ducing a colored material in the deep layer
of the skin so that the body is unable to re-
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ject this dye. Tattoo is done in two steps:

Using piercing tools to the skin, such as nee-
dles, knives or a tattoo pistol, while the sec-
ond phase, they rely on the use of dyes and
animal powders of different kohl (type of
makeup), coal and some plant essence. But
the tattoo is not without danger if rooted.

Therefore the French dermatologists union
warned from tattoo deposits after it emerged
that there are 25% of Americans mask their
bodies with tattoos.

But what are the serious dangers causes
by the tattoo?

Skin disorders such as the formation of se-
vere granules or scars, which extends over a
wide area of the skin, localized skin infec-
tions including pain, redness and increase
heat to the skin, swelling and irritation and
possibly ulcers, and if not treated those tu-
mors that carry the bacteria can be transmit-
ted into the blood and lungs.



Diseases transmitted by blood caused by
the use of contaminated twitching tools in-
flicting Hematology infections, such as viral
hepatitis (B or C), tetanus, tuberculosis,
AIDS and syphilis, according to the World
Health Organization.

the people most likely to suffer from hepati-
tis are the ones who draw a tattoo with un-
sterilized.

A study conducted by the University of Avon
Medical Center in New York, demonstrated
a link between tattoos and hepatitis.

Dr. Fritz Francois concluded that tattoo is a
risk factor in this disease, which can remain
silent for years, and the number of people
infected with viral hepatitis in the United
States are more than three million people,
most of them do not know that the virus is
endemic in their bodies, such as:
Sensitivity: Will be experienced as a reac-
tion to the exposure of the tattoo to ultravio-
let rays, whether solar or industrial.
Poisoning: the ink (or dye) used in the tat-
too contains material mildly toxic:

Red: Aluminum, iron, titanium, silicon and
mercury.

Green: Contains chromium, lead and alumi-
num.

Black: Contains residues of petroleum.
Orange: contains cadmium and nitrogen.
Yellow: contain lead, cadmium, zinc, nitro-
gen and iron cyanide.

Blue: contain copper, cobalt and iron cya-
nide.

Violet: Contains the presence of aluminum
and nitrogen.

Brown: contains iron and nitrogen.

White: leaded zinc, titanium, barium.
According to reports by the European Com-
mission for Health, that cobalt blue and nitro-
gen and inks that contain heavy metals
cause allergic skin, while the dyes red and

black cause the growth of inflammatory tu-
mors, while dyes that contain nitrogen,
heavy metals, inflict tumors festering in the
area of the tattoo.

Tattoos and psychological impact:

A tattoo can lead to a series of behavioral
changes, such as smoking, drug abuse and
alcohol addiction and join the ranks of out-
laws. Also overweight or decreasing in
weight will distort the tattoo.

Other dangers:

Some studies have confirmed that 40% of
the organic pigments in tattoos are unfit for
cosmetic use, and more than 20% of these
colorants contain compounds that can pro-
voke cancer.

Difficulty in removing it:

Tattoos may turn into a burden of social an
ashamed owner, If it take a couple of hours
to create a tattoo, it might take months using
a laser tool. Knowing well that there are type
of tattoos that even lasers cannot remove
them.
