Shalala was born in Cleveland, Ohio, of Ma-
ronite Catholic Lebanese descent, to Edna Smith
and James Abraham Shalala. She has a twin sis-
ter, Diane Fritel. She graduated from West Tech
High School and received her bachelor's degree
in 1962 from she is 5'1" tall.

She served as a Peace Corps volunteer in Iran
from 1962—-64. She received a Master's and then,
in 1970, a Doctorate degree from the Maxwell
School of Citizenship and Public Affairs at Syra-
cuse University in Syracuse, New York.

Donna E. Shalala became Professor of Political
Science and President of the University of Miami
onJune 1, 2001. President Shalala has more than
30 years of experience as an accomplished
scholar, teacher, and administrator.

In 1993 President Clinton appointed her U.S.
Secretary of Health and Human Services (HHS)
where she served for eight years, becoming the
longest serving HHS Secretary in U.S. history.
In her role as HHS Secretary, Shalala frequently
drew criticism for her positions, which were seen
by some as too liberal. The Washington Post la-
beled her "one of the most controversial Clinton
Cabinet nominees™ .She was also known for her
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The First Arab-American to serve ina Cabinet position.

fervent anti-drug stance. She was the first Arab-
American to serve in a Cabinet position.

She served in the Carter administration from
1977-80 as Assistant Secretary for Policy Devel-
opment and Research at the U.S. Department of
Housing and Urban Development.
In 2007, President George W. Bush handpicked
Shalala to co-chair with Senator Bob Dole the
Commission on Care for Returning Wounded
Warriors, to evaluate how wounded service
members transition from active duty to civilian
society. In 2009 she was appointed chair of the
Committee on the Future of Nursing at the Insti-
tute of Medicine of the National Academy of Sci-
ences.

President Shalala has more than four dozen hon-
orary degrees and a host of other honors, includ-
ing the 1992 National Public Service Award, the
1994 Glamour magazine Woman of the Year
Award; in 1992, Business Week named her one
of the top five managers in higher education; in
2005, she was named one of “America’s Best
Leaders” by U.S. News & World Report; in 2008,
President Bush presented her with the Presiden-
tial Medal of Freedom, the nation’s highest



civilian award; and in 2010 she received
the Nelson Mandela Award for Health and
Human Rights, which recognizes individu-
als for outstanding dedication to improving
the health and life chances of disadvan-
taged populations in South Africa and in-
ternationally. In 2011, she was inducted
into the National Women’s Hall of Fame in
Seneca Falls, New York.

Shalala was criticized for her handling of a
nationally-publicized custodial workers'
strike at the University of Miami which
lasted from February 28 to May 1, 2006.
Critics said that UM's custodial workers
were among the lowest paid university- :
based custodians in the nation and were not
earning a living wage until the strike
prompted Shalala to raise wages. Shalala
was also criticized for living in luxury
while the custodians did not even have
health insurance. Shalala criticized union
organizer's tactics, including a that she said
prevented students from attending classes.
Shalala has served as a member of the
board of directors of Lennar Corporation
since April 2001. She served on the board
of directors of Gannett Company from
2001 to 2011, retiring because of age lim-
its.

On March 6, 2007 President George W.
Bush named Shalala and Bob Dole to head
a presidential commission called the Presi-
dent's Commission On Care for America's
Returning Wounded Warriors. The com-
mission was formed in response to a grow-
ing outcry over the care of wounded outpa-
tient soldiers.

Shalala serves on the board of the Albert
Shanker Institute, a small, three-member
staff organization named for the former
head of the American Federation of Teach-
ers. She is an honorary board member of
the American Iranian Council, an organiza-
tion that seeks to promote closer
U.S. relations with Iran. She is on the
board of directors for Gannett Company.
Shalala serves as a co-leader of the Nutri-
tion and Physical Activity Initiative at the
Bipartisan Policy Center.

Father’'s Day was celebrated for the first time
in the city of Spokane - Washington on June
19, 1910

Ms. Dodds wanted the holiday to be cele-
brated on her father’'s date of birth on the
fifth of the month of June but later the date
was set for the nineteenth of June.

Ms. Dodds has asked the celebrants to gar-
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nish their garments with a red rose in honor
of the living fathers and a white rose to
honor the dead fathers.

On 18 February Senator Margaret Smith
condemned the negligence of the U.S. con-
gress accusing them of committing a great
offense toward parents and demanded to
honor the mother and father equally or do
not honor either of them at all.

But in 1972, President Richard Nixon
adopted the holiday officially via a signed
decree in congress for the adoption of Fa-
ther's Day every year on the third Sunday of
June.

With the spread of the occasion and its ex-
pansion in the countries of the world the holi-
day is no longer a celebration exclusively for
fathers but now include uncles, grandpar-
ents, and any person who occupies the
status of a father in the life of any one of us
on one condition that they are honest, lov-
ing, caring and their love is sincere to their
children more than their love to money,
women, or Sushi.
