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On June 14 of each year the United States cele-
brates Flag Day, it is the anniversary of the adop-
tion of the flag consisting of the Stars and
Stripes.

On this occasion, flags are raised on all federal
buildings and many Americans display the flag
in front of their homes and their work centers.

The first flag raised in the United States was in
1775 at the hands of Gen. George Washington,
who explained the design of the flag as follows:
"the stars of the sky and the red from our mother
country, separated with white lines and these
lines will pass on to future generations as the
symbol of freedom"

The Flag was raised for the first time at the Battle
of Brandywine in Pennsylvania in September
1775 and the flapped on foreign soil for the first
time in NASA and in the Bahamas.

on June 14 1889, professor George Bulc director
of a free Kindergarten school for the poor in
New York City held a ceremony and a national
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celebration in the school to mark the anniversary
of the "Flag Day".

This initiative has attracted the attention of the
Ministry of Education in the state, and arrange-
ments have taken place since then to celebrate
the occasion in public schools .

In 1897 the governor of the state of New York
ordered the raise of the flag on all public build-
ings of the state government, this celebration is
considered by some as the first official recogni-
tion of the "Flag Day" after schools adopted the
anniversary of "Flag Day" anniversary

In 1937, Pennsylvania adopted the "Flag Day"
holiday officially and became the only state that
was officially approved this holiday on June 14
as a public holiday.

In celebration of "Flag Day" all public and pri-
vate institutions are closed.

It is the only state which considers "Flag Day" a
legal public holiday
