Better to live in the British Sherwood Forest than
living in a mansion. Through this forest and the
Nottingham woods | will fight the Mayor and
John the brother of king Richard.

This is what Robin Hood said in the thirteenth
century who was thought by many to be just a
fairy tale and a folkloric figure, but there are ap-
pearing signs that finally confirm that Robin
Hood a sharpshooter outlaw is a real character.

We will start from Sherwood Forest:

This forest is a famous and well-known globally
as the British Nottinghamshire County visited by
more than half a million people a year. This jun-
gle has won its fame and historically linked to
the myth of Robin Hood.

Robin Hood resorted to Sherwood Forest after he
was stripped of his land and property by John
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brother of King Richard in the thirteenth century.

Robin Hood has lived in the forest with his com-
rades defending the poor and oppressed and steal
from the rich to feed the poor, and has won the
hearts of the people as a brave warrior and cham-
pion of the poor and oppressed and the outcast.

monk ran out and went to the Mayor house and
Robin Hood was captured and jailed until he was
freed by ‘Little John’ and resorted back to the
woods.

The second ballad tells that Robin Hood was ar-
rested a second time and was ditched in a deep
hole located below the level of the dungeon
where prisoners and convicts are thrown and left
to die from hunger. It is a deep and dark hole and
no one will survive.

But the Ballad written in the thirteenth century
confirms that his men saved him by hurling a
rope inside the hole for him to be able to climb
the hole which was known as the ‘Oubliette’
meaning the forgotten.

Historical references say that Robin Hood suf-
fered severe injuries and his close friend “Little
John’ carried him to a small nun monastery
called Kirklees hoping the mother nun will treat
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him.

But for some unknown reason she betrayed him
by treating a few wounds and left the others to
bleed until his death.

When Robin Hood realized that his hour has
come, he launched his last arrow from the win-
dow and asked ‘Little John’ to burrhim where the
arrow landed.

Evidence suggests that Kirklees monastery still
exists in Yorkshire, and there in the cemetery of
the monastery there is a mysterious tomb, en-
graved with the following words: Robin Hood is
buried there.

The legend of Robin Hood is one of the finest
folk legends over the past decades.

We have tried to shed light on what they are, real
or fantasy but existing documents and publica-
tions confirms the legend of Robin Hood, but
there will always remain the eternal faceoff of
good and evil.
