Male sexual dysfunction has been known as
a very common problem among men.

When men become stimulated, there
is a release of nitrous oxide, which leads to
the relaxation of inner tissues of the penis,
leading to increased blood flow and engorge-
ment. Alterations in any of these events lead
to erectile dysfunction

Erectile dysfunction is present in 52% in men
age 50-70 years of age and its risk factors are
many: Advancing age, Cardiovascular dis-
ease, Diabetes, Thyroid disease, Obesity,
Cigarette smoking, Medications, Prostate sur-
gery, Substance abuse, Psychological condi-
tions including Stress, Anxiety, or Depres-
sion.

My message to you as a physician who treats
hundreds of patients with this dysfunction is

Don’t be ashamed of this problem as it is
common among men.

Don’t ignore it as this will only make matters
worse.

Take charge and go see your doctor as treat-
ment options are many.

The doctor, after taking a thorough medical
history and performing an appropriate physi-
cal examination, may order some lab work on
you such as fasting glucose level, a lipid
panel, thyroid function tests and morning total
testosterone. Other extensive hormonal test-
ing might be necessary.

The physician will collect all the necessary
data, sit down with the patient, and formulate
the appropriate treatment. As | mentioned

above, many recent and new therapeutic ap-
proaches to this problem are now available.
There is no need for any man to suffer from
this problem. Patients need to understand that
this issue, when discussed with the treating
doctor, will remain confidential between the
doctor and the patient.

SACRAMENTO, California recently became the
first state to enshrine certain rights for transgender
kindergarten-through-12th grade students in state
law, requiring public schools to allow those stu-
dents access to whichever restroom and locker
room they want. Democratic Gov. Jerry Brown
announced that he had signed AB1266, which also
will allow transgender students to choose whether
they want to play boys' or girls' sports. The new
law gives students the right "to participate in sex-
segregated programs, activities and facilities” based
on their self-perception and regardless of their
birth gender. Supporters said it will help reduce
bullying and discrimination against transgender
students. It comes as the families of transgender
students have been waging local battles with school
districts across the country over what restrooms
and locker rooms their children can use disagree-
ments that have sometimes landed in court.

The National Center for Lesbhian Rights and the
ACLU of California were among the bill's support-
ers. Detractors, including some Republican law-
makers, said allowing students of one gender to use
facilities intended for the other could invade the
other students' privacy. Such fears are overblown,
said Carlos Alcala, spokesman for the bill's author,
Democratic Assemblyman Tom Ammiano of San
Francisco. In general, he said, transgender students
are trying to blend in and are not trying to call at-
tention to themselves. "They're not interested in
going into bathrooms and flaunting their physiol-
ogy," Alcala said. He also noted that the state's
largest school district, Los Angeles Unified, has had
such a policy for nearly a decade and reported no
problems. San Francisco schools also have had a
policy similar to the new law, and numerous other
districts signed on in support of the legislation.
The Gay-Straight Alliance Network said two states,
Massachusetts and Connecticut, have statewide
policies granting the same protections, but Califor-
nia is the first to put them into statute and require
them in all school districts. Same-sex couples re-
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joiced in the United States on June 27, 2013 as the
US Supreme Court in a 5-4 ruling struck down as
unconstitutional a federal law denying benefits to
same-sex couples. ‘You know Harry that got me
wondering where else in the world can same-sex cou-
ples get married legally?”'Right here answered Harry,
Netherlands, Belgium, Spain, Canada, South Africa,
Norway, Sweden, Portugal, Iceland, Argentina, Den-
mark, Brazil, France, New Zealand, Uruguay, and
Mexico City’ ‘Wow! All major Catholic countries’
expressed Allegra. ‘How many US states? she asked.

‘California, Connecticut, Delaware, lowa, Maine,
Maryland, Massachusetts, Minnesota, New Hamp-
shire, New York, Rhode Island, Vermont, and Wash-
ington, D.C." Harry replied.

The
U.S. Supreme Court recently ruled that the gov-
ernment can't deny federal benefits to spouses in
legally recognized same-sex marriages, striking
down a provision in the Defense of Marriage Act
(DOMA) that defined marriage as only between a
man and a woman, so even if the law doesn't rec-
ognize your straight relationship as such, you may
still be able to qualify in other ways.
