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Easter Celebrations

Today we have entered the final week of Lent
which culminates in the Resurrection of Jesus
Christ from the dead.

However, the celebration of this feast differs
from one country to another and from one civili-
zation to another, so each group observes it in its
own way.

Here are the most prominent traditions that we
have gathered to share with you:

Hunting for eggs, in the USA
For the American children it is an occasion for
colored eggs and candy they receive from the
Easter Bunny on this special Sunday of the year.
It 1s a tradition that the German immigrants
brought with them in the 1700s. The idea behind
it is that rabbits and eggs represent life and fertil-
ity. Hey, it is springtime, folks!

Washington, D.C. and the egg feast
Since 130 years ago, the White House hosts a
festival of Easter egg in the southern garden, a
traditional distinctive celebration the D.C. resi-
dents celebrate.

Boiled colored eggs are placed on a large spoon
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held by people, but the day includes other recrea-
tional activities such as listening to different
bands. It also includes educating children to live
‘a healthy and active life’, our First Lady’s on-
going campaign.

Finland against treason

During the festival of Passover, children in
Scadinavian countries go down in the streets and
beg, wearing strange masks on their faces and
large scarves on their heads. They carry sticks
with lit fire on Easter, believing that the flames
fight the betrayal of Jesus Christ by Judas who
delivered Him to the Pharisees for thirty silver
pieces.

Poland sprays water

Crossfire water is the tradition practiced by the
Poles and is called Smingus-Dyngus. On Easter
Monday people squirt each other with water, or
anything else accessible in their hands. Legend
says that single women who spray water get mar-
ried in the same year. This tradition goes back to
966 AD. It commemorates the baptism of Prince
Mieszko of Poland every Easter Monday.



Omelette in South France

If it so happened that you are in France during
Easter you will have the chance to taste the giant
omelet served in the city square. It is made of
more than 4,500 eggs and serves nearly a thousand
people. This tradition goes back to the time of Na-
poleon, when he was traveling with his troops
across the south of France and stopped in a small
town and ate omelets. Napoleon was impressed by
the delicious taste and ordered the people of the
city to collect the eggs and prepare a giant omelet
to feed his soldiers.

Rome and the Pope’s Blessings

In Rome, Pope Francis I commemorates Good
Friday, with the Via Crucis, or the Way of the
Cross, at the Coliseum with a huge cross. Flares on
each side light up the sky at the 14 Stations of the
Cross scripted in several languages. And on Holy
Saturday and Easter Sunday the Pope celebrates
Holy Mass with thousands of believers and faithful
gathered in St. Peter Square to receive the papal
blessing.

Spain, the Dance of Death

In the city center of Verges, in Catalonia, Span-
iards spend Holy Thursday with a traditional dance
called Dansa de la muerte, dance of death. People
roam the streets dressed in traditional costumes
which are often scary skeletons carrying boxes of
ashes and begin to dance in the middle of the night
for about three hours. In other regions, there are
lengthy processions of brotherhoods, men cov-
ered in cloaks and hoods, marching through the
narrow streets to solemn music.

[Just a note: if you are lucky to be in Spain during
Holy Week you will never forget this experience].

Throwing out pots & pans

In the morning of Holy Saturday, on the island of

Corfu, Greeks practice a distinctive ritual known
as "Pot Throwing". On this day people toss out the
windows pots, pans, and old ceramic ware. It is
said that this tradition dates back to the time when
the rifle men were throwing all their old belong-
ings on New Year's Eve, but some believe that
throwing pots means welcoming spring and its
crops that will be placed in the new kitchenware.

This symbolizes renewal and a welcome to the !

new life.
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The Czech Republic, Slovakia: ‘beating
women’

Would you like to travel to Eastern Europe during
the Easter holiday? Beware! In these countries the
feast people follow strange traditions where men
‘hit’ their wives with handmade willows decorated
with colorful strips.

According to legend, the willow tree is the first
tree blooming in spring, and thus the movement of
branches provides fertility and vitality to the
women. It is worth mentioning that ‘beating
women’ is for entertainment only, not intended to
cause harm or pain.

Norway’s horror stories

Easter is a special time for reading crime stories
published on this occasion, known as “Paskekrim”
i.e. Easter crime. This tradition started in 1923,
where a writer advertised his horror novel on the
pages of a newspaper. The ad looked as if it was
current news about a looted train to the extent that
readers did not know that it was only an ad for a
novel. Today, the crime genre shows up in TV and
radio series, and even on milk cartons.
Hungarian Kkisses

Hungarians practice a popular tradition on Easter
Monday called “Ducking Monday” which requires
sprinkle scented water on others and sprinkle per-
fume on men and women and gently pour water on
their heads. Today, the water bottles are replaced
with bottles of perfume and cologne asking
women for a kiss. This tradition of faith is based
on the belief that water purifies, heals wounds, and
stimulates fertility. The kisses cleanse the hearts.
