In 1941 a hundred workers were at a depth of
200 meters underground in a mine for salt
extraction in Bogota, capital of Colombia.
Miners do not shirk from walking into the
tunnel and do not come out until after sunset.
Their days are spent underground and at
night they live in the dark. Their breathing air
is full of sulfur and acid, salt is under their
nails, their hair is white covered with salt
which also settles between their eyes and
eyelids. They are ‘the sons of salt’ in the
largest salt mine in Bogota.

Suddenly the mine starts swaying and the
mine props that protect the roof of the mine
collapse, break, and crumble with dirt pour-
ing over their heads slowly as if it were a
wind before the storm.

Their eyes gaze on the tunnel exit. They won-
der, can they reach the exit before the mine
collapses and buries them alive? Dirt is still
falling on their heads, the roar of the earth is
reverberating in their ears, shaking under
their feet is warning them that they will soon
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be swallowed by the earth beneath them.

The earth shaking again is a sure sign of an
earthquake, in fact, an earthquake of 7.4 de-
grees on the Richter scale, with hundreds of
workers within the mine at a depth of 200
meters below ground, shaking between life or
being buried alive.

The earthquake did not cease, it was the long-
est in history as it lasted two minutes, but for
the miners it felt like a lifetime.

Growling emitted from the depths of the
earth deafened their ears. They could hear the
rolling rocks and the gas explosions from un-
der their feet in the depths of the earth. They
are screaming, “O God, we do not want to be
buried alive under the salt. O God, let us see
our children, save us, O Lord, we do not want
to die!” Others, hallucinating with fear, knelt
on the ground, crying out with one voice, “O
Lord, if you allow us to live we will build the
largest cathedral in the world with salt, bear-
ing the Fourteen Stations of the Cross.”



Suddenly the storm calmed down and the
quake stopped and they all walked out of
mine alive. They went back and started to
carve the Cathedral in the salt mountain, us-
ing their fingernails and primitive tools such
as ice picks and scissors. They named it

Catedral del Sal, Salt Cathedral.

The construction took 20 years. It has now
become one of the most important sites that
attract viewers from all over the world. It is
worth mentioning that the interior space of
the Cathedral is 8500 meters long and 350
meters underground. It is located 40 km north
of Bogota, capital of Colombia, in the town
called Zipaquira.

The surface of the cathedral is reflected by a
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blue color like neon with rebounding sounds
unmatched in the world. It has three sec-
tions, representing the birth of Christ, His
life, and His death, all engraved in the salty
rocks by the workers’ fingernails.

The Salt Cathedral represents a cultural and
religious legacy of Colombia, During our
2002 visit in Colombia , the Lebanese com-
munity insisted on inviting us to see the Salt
Cathedral. When we entered, we were so sur-
prised to see fossilized salt turned into statues
in the halls and on the walls.

During our three-hour visit, Julia Nader was
taken by the amazing images, while Nabil
Habbaki was looking for a Michelangelo
chisel to sculpt a statue saying “Speak.”
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The Bermuda Triangle is still a puzzle for the
scientists for they still do not have one single
plausible answer to explain the phenomenon of
damages and disappearances. They have given us
at least ten different interpretations for this pecu-
liar spot also called “The Devil’s Triangle’ be-
cause it seems to swallow up ships and aircraft.
(Also the title of a book 40 yrs. ago, and a TV
miniseries 10 yrs ago.)

The question remains, is the mystery of the Ber-
muda Triangle a fact or fiction? So come with
me to learn about the ten possible reasons for this
deadly phenomenon.

The first: Serious hurricanes and waves
Some scientists believe the harsh climatic condi-
tions play a pivotal role in everything that hap-
pens in the Bermuda Triangle site. Some scien-
tists add that the Gulf Stream plays a role in the
landing of ships. It may also increase the waves
for a few hundred of meters into the air, which
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makes any aircraft an easy target.
The second: Tens of thousands of

trenches

Bermuda Triangle is a result of the fall of a
comet about 11,000 years ago. The theory says
that may be one of the comets crashed and fell
deep into the ocean bottom in the Bermuda Tri-
angle. There, some researchers say, this comet
may have strange properties of electromagnetism
that confuse the compass, tools, and engines of
navigation.

In the depths of the Triangle Bermuda tens of
thousands of trenches have been identified but
they cannot find evidence of the disastrous con-
nection.

The third: Human mistakes

Many rumors around the disappearances re-
sulted from mistakes by technicians, and all
that has happened is that the ships had sunk,
while the bodies were swept away by the water
current.



The fourth: Geo-magnetic fields

There are other reasons the magnetic fields dis-
rupt the navigational instruments. Ships and air-
craft are veered, but the question remains ‘where
do they go after that’?

The fifth: Underwater Methane

The Triangle is located on methane gas fields.
Many say that explosions create a bubble of
methane gas that can possibly sink the whole
ship... but what about the aircraft?

The sixth: Destruction by human indus-
try

This theory is not logical, because its promoters
believe that the disappearances are caused by de-
structive man-made materials, in other words, an
attack by the enemy.

The seventh: Space abduction

Some people with a broader imagination than the
ones in #6 think that the incidents that occur in
the Bermuda Triangle are due to another planet's
population.

The eighth: Time holes
This interpretation is possible if we believe in
time travel and that there are holes in the fence of
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time. This is what some people assume, and so
what happened to the ships and aircraft is that
they have fallen over time limits.

The ninth: Legendary city of Atlantis
Surely, this interpretation is no less surprising
than the other commentaries, if not even more so,
as some scientists believe that the Bermuda Tri-
angle is located in the city of Atlantis, the lost
city underwater which was reputed to be very
advanced in technology.

The tenth: Myth

The whole thing must be a myth. So far, nothing
definite explains these phenomena, as the world
sees it. So the Bermuda Triangle [Florida-
Bermuda-Puerto Rico] remains a mystery baf-
fling real and amateur scientists.

The assessment of Lebanon Times is as follows:

Hangar 18 houses of flying saucer debris,
alien bodies, cryogenic chambers and a vast
underground network that may hold the se-
crets to the UFO mystery.

Wright-Patterson AFB is one of the largest,
most diverse, and organizationally complex
bases in the Air Force with a long history of
flight test spanning from the Wright Brothers
into the Space Age.



It is the headquarters of the Air Force Mate-
riel Command, one of the major commands
of the Air Force. "Wright-Patt" (as the base is
colloquially called) is also the location of a
major USAF Medical Center (hospital), the
Air Force Institute of Technology, and the
National Museum of the United States Air
Force, formerly known as the U.S. Air Force
Museum.

It is also the home base of the 445th Airlift
Wing of the Air Force Reserve Command,
an Air Mobility Command-gained unit which
flies the C-17 Globemaster heavy airlifter.
Wright-Patterson is also the headquarters of
the Aeronautical Systems Center and the Air
Force Research Laboratory.

When | arrived to Wright Patterson base |
saw this sign and it made me think twice but
decided to continue my mission in discover-
ing what this AFB hides in its Hangars. Here
are my findings on whether UFQO’s existed
and had actually visited earth.

By 1969 the Foreign Technology Division
and its predecessor organizations had stud-
ied 12,618 reported sightings: 701 remained
unexplained when the Air Force closed its
UFO investigations and a 1968 report con-
cluded that "there seems to be no reason to
attribute the unexplained sightings to an ex-
traterrestrial source without much more con-
vincing evidence. FTD sent all of its case
files to the USAF Historical Research Center
and in 1976 the National Archives and Re-
cords Service in Washington became the
permanent repository of the Project Blue
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Book records. The United States Air Force
retired to the custody of the National Ar-
chives its records on Project BLUE BOOK
relating to the investigations of unidentified
flying objects. Project BLUE BOOK has
been declassified and the records are avail-
able for examination in the research room.
The project closed in 1969 and do not record
any information on sightings after that date.
The Blue Book records include approxi-
mately 2 cubic feet of unarranged project or
administrative files, 37 cubic feet of case
files in which individual sightings are ar-
ranged chronologically, and 3 cubic feet of
records relating to the Office of Special In-
vestigations (OSI), portions of which are ar-
ranged chronologically, by OSI district, and
by overseas command. A cubic foot of re-
cords comprises about 2,000 pages.

| also found out that Area 51 is associated
with Hangar 18 and Hangar 51 is an obvious
reference to both Area 51 and Hangar 18,
places traditionally connected with US na-
tional secrets and UFO remains in recent
conspiracy theories and urban legends. Like
Hangar 51, the real-life Area 51 is also lo-
cated in Nevada.
