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Honesty Is the Best Policy

Especially on Your

Immigration Forms

I have extensive experience represent-
ing people accused of lying in their im-
migration matters, verbally or in writing.
I like being able to work with people
who need help getting back on the right
track. In this article, I go over some of
the scenarios | commonly see in both the
Lebanese immigrant community and
other communities.

Many lie about information in their
cases thinking the truth will never come
out, but any misrepresentation a person
makes comes to light eventually. The
misrepresentation can be made in writ-
ing or as a verbal statement to an Officer
at a land border, airport, or at an Inter-
view. It can also be any action taken that
is designed to mislead the United States
government. One example is marrying a
person simply to get a greencard
(entering into a “sham marriage”). If
the Immigration Service determines that
a person has committed marriage fraud,
no petition for that person can be ap-
proved in the future. When someone
meets with me and tries to marry some-
one to get a greencard, | tell them that
the fraudulent marriage be discovered
sooner or later, and will prevent the per-
son from being able to stay in the United
States at all in most cases.

In other situations, permanent residents
decide that since the United States does
not stamp exit dates in passports as peo-
ple leave the United States, they can
alter the dates of trips out of the United
States to “look better” on their applica-
tions. U.S. Customs and Border Protec-
tion (CBP) has access to all flight mani-
fests (which show who was on a flight
and when it left the United States). |
have worked with people who lied about

their entry and exit dates and were con-
fronted by CBP when returning from a
trip overseas. Renewing a passport to
try to get rid of an old one with stamps
showing entries into other countries will
not stop CBP from checking the actual
dates of departure and return.

Another common issue is that people
presume that they do not have a problem
in their case and handle it on their own
without even speaking to an attorney. |
work with many people who experience
problems in their case after initially han-
dling things on their own. Most would
have benefitted substantially from work-
ing with an attorney. Some have filed
cases that a reputable attorney would
have advised against filing, and others
answer questions incorrectly, causing
delays in their cases. Some believe that
if they hire an attorney, the Immigration
Service will think there is a problem in
their case. My experience is that most
immigration officers appreciate having a
reputable attorney involved because the
client is more likely to be prepared and
submit the required documents for the
case.

It is much better for a person to spend
$100-$300 consulting with an immigra-
tion attorney than to lose hundreds of
dollars in filing fees on an application
that will be denied, or thousands of dol-
lars for representation to resolve a prob-
lem that could have been avoided.
While | enjoy assisting with difficult
cases, | also love preventing problems
for my clients. Honesty and good legal
advice at the start of any immigration
case are key to getting the desired re-
sults.
