Congresswoman Sheila Jackson Lee is an influ-
ential and forceful voice in Washington. She is
serving her ninth term (18 years) as a member of
the United States House of Representatives.
She represents the 18th Congressional District
of Texas, centered in Houston, which is the en-
ergy capital of the world. Considered by many
as the “Voice of Reason”, she is dedicated to
upholding the Constitutional rights of all people.

During Congresswoman Jackson Lee’s tenure in
Congress she has served on various Commit-
tees including the Committee on Foreign Affairs,
Homeland Security, and Judiciary. In the 110™
and 111™ Congress, Congresswoman Jackson
Lee served as Chairwoman of the Homeland
Security Subcommittee on Transportation Secu-
rity and Infrastructure Protection.

She has authored several immigration bills, such
as H.R. 750, the "Save America Comprehensive
Immigration Act”, which sets forth a comprehen-
sive and humane solution to the immigration
problem, introduced legislation to enhance fed-
eral enforcement of hate crimes with H.R. 254,
the David Ray Hate Crimes Prevention Act,
played a significant role in the renewal and re-
authorization of the Voting Rights Act, and con-
tributed an amendment to the NASA reauthoriza-
tion bill that will ensure equal access for minority
and economically disadvantaged students to
NASA'’s education programs. In addition, Con-
gresswoman Jackson Lee launched the Dr. Mae
C. Jemison Grant Program to work with institu-
tions serving minorities to bring more women of
color in the field of space and aeronautics.

Congresswoman Jackson Lee has received nu-
merous honors during her career in public ser-
vice, including the US Dream Academy Legacy
Award, the National Bankers Association Foun-
dation Excellence Award, the Martin Luther King
National Memorial Project Foundation, Inc.
Champion of Courage Award, the Livingstone
College Doctor of Humane Letters, the National
Association of Negro Business Sojourner Truth
Meritorious Service Award, the Award for Policy
at the 16th Annual Phillip Burton Immigration &
Civil Rights Awards, the Drum Major Award for
Public Service by the Revelation Urban Develop-
ment Institute, the National Minority Quality Fo-
rum Lifetime Achievement Award and the Hous-
ton Community College Joyce M. Reynolds
award just to name a few. In recognition of her
outstanding contributions to Science, the Na-
tional Technical Association (NTA) of Scientists
and Engineers honored the Congresswoman
with its Top Women in the Sciences Award. She
was also awarded the "Legislator of the Year" by
the National Mental Health Association for her

outstanding work on mental health legislation.
Congresswoman Jackson Lee is a frequent
guest on network and cable news including Face
the Nation and MSNBC. She is a founder, mem-
ber, and co-chair of the Congressional Children's
Caucus and has served several years as a
member of the Democratic Caucus Health Care
Task Force. Additionally, she serves on numer-
ous Caucuses including the Azerbaijan Caucus,
the Pakistan Caucus, and the Afghan Caucus.

She has been hailed by Ebony magazine as
one of the "100 Most Fascinating Black
Women." "Congressional Quarterly" named
her as one of the 50 most effective Members
of Congress and "U.S. News and World Re-
port" named her as one of the 10 most influ-
ential legislators in the House of Representa-
tives.

Today, archaeologists say they might have discovered the skeletons of Romeo and Juliet
in Romania, bracing each other's hands.

The experts working at the Institute of Archaeology and History of Art discovered what
they believe is a grave in the city of Cluj-Napoca in Romania containing a few bodies,
which included two skeletons of a male and a female in their early young age died with
intertwined hands.

The experts pointed out that they were surprised because duet burial was extremely rare
in that era.

The main expert of this research team (Adrian Russo) considered this a puzzle and ex-
tremely rare compared to burial customs at that time, and commented saying:

“We discovered that the first skeleton is of a young man who suffered a serious injury in
the pelvis and may be the cause of death due to a strong blow of a sharp instrument.”

He added: “We discovered that the other is the skeleton of a woman died at the same
time that the man died, and her death was not a result of injuries such as those which
killed her boyfriend, indicating that she had died in grief embracing his hand.”

Is it an asteroid? A rocky object in space that's
not as big as a planet and isn't a moon or a me-
teor which is an asteroid that burns up as it enters
the earth's atmosphere like shooting stars, or a
meteorite that actually lands on the surface of
earth or can you buy it from EBay?

I call it the Mesmerized Haunted ENCHANTED
ROCK why?

A granite dome in southwestern Llano County
about twenty miles north of Fredericksburg, has
long been the center of various legends. The lo-
cal Comanche and Tonkawa Indians both feared
and revered the rock, and were said to offer sacri-
fices at its base.

One Indian tradition holds that a band of brave
warriors, the last of their tribe, defended them-
selves on the rock from the attacks of other Indi-
ans. The warriors, however, were finally over-
come and killed, and since then Enchanted Rock
has been haunted by their ghosts.

Another legend tells of an Indian princess who
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threw herself off the rock when she saw her peo-
ple slaughtered by enemy Indians; now her spirit
is said to haunt Enchanted Rock.

Yet another tale tells of the spirit of an Indian
chief who was doomed to walk the summit for-
ever as punishment for sacrificing his daughter;
the indentations on the rock's summit are his
footprints.

Or the story of a white woman who was kid-
napped by Indians but escaped and lived on En-
chanted Rock, where her screams were said to be
audible at night.

A conquistador captured by the Tonkawa de-
scribed how he escaped by losing himself in the
rock area, giving rise to an Indian legend of a
"pale man swallowed by a rock and reborn as one
of their own." The Indians believed he wove en-
chantments on the area, but he explained that the
rock wove the spells. "When | was swallowed by
the rock, | joined the many spirits who enchant
this place."



One of the most enduring and romantic stories
involving Enchanted Rock is that of a young
Spanish soldier, Don Jests Navarro, and his res-
cue of the Indian maiden Rosa. Navarro suppos-
edly came from Monterrey to San José y San Mi-
guel de Aguayo Mission in San Antonio in 1750.
At the mission he met and fell in love with Rosa,
the Christian daughter of the Indian chief Te-
huan. But Rosa was kidnapped by a band of Co-
manche’s bent on sacrificing her to the spirits of
Enchanted Rock. Her daring lover followed them
there and managed to rescue her as she was about
to be burned at the stake.

Another tale, given official credence when the
state of Texas commemorated it with a plaque
near the summit of Enchanted Rock in 1936, re-
lates a heroic episode in the life of Capt. John
Coffee Hays. Cut off by Comanche raiders from
his company of Texas Rangers on a surveying
trip in the fall of 1841, Hays took refuge on En-
chanted Rock and singlehandedly held off the
Indians in a three-hour battle that ended when the
frustrated Indians fled, convinced even more
firmly than before that Enchanted Rock was pos-
sessed by malevolent spirits.

Enchanted Rock State Natural Area consists of
1,643.5 acres on Big Sandy Creek, north of Fred-
ericksburg, on the border between Gillespie and
Llano counties. It was acquired by warranty deed
in 1978 by the Nature Conservancy of Texas,
Inc., from the Moss family. The state acquired it
in 1984, added facilities, and re-opened the park
in March 1984. Enchanted Rock was designated
a National Natural Landmark in 1970 and was
placed on the National Register of Historic
Places in 1984. The Rock is a huge, pink granite
exfoliation dome that rises 425 feet above
ground, 1,825 feet above sea level, and covers
640 acres. It is one of the largest batholiths

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(underground rock formation uncovered by ero-
sion) in the United States.

Folklore of local Tonkawa, Apache and Coman-
che tribes ascribes magical and spiritual powers
to the rock (hence the name 'Enchanted Rock’).
While attempting to hide from Anglo settlers in
the area, the natives would hide on the top two
tiers of the rock, where they were invisible from
the ground below. The first European to visit the
area was Alvar Nufiez Cabeza de Vaca in 1536.
The Tonkawa, who inhabited the area in the 16th
century, believed that ghost fires flickered at the
top of the dome. In particular they heard unex-
plained creaking and groaning, which geologists
attribute to the rock's night-time contraction after
being heated by the sun during the day. The
name "Enchanted Rock" derives from Spanish
and Anglo-Texan interpretations of such legends
and related folklore; the name "Crying Rock™ has
also been given to the formation.

The following is on a plague on Enchanted Rock
From its summit in 1841, Captain John C. Hays,
while surrounded by Comanche Indians who cut
him off from his ranging company repulsed the
whole band and inflicted upon them such heavy
losses that they fled. Marked by the State of
Texas 1936.
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On January 3, 2013, U.S. Representative Al
Green took the oath of office to serve the people
of Texas’ 9th Congressional District and began
his fifth term in the United States House of Rep-
resentatives.

Before
receiving an undergraduate degree, he enrolled in
the Thurgood Marshall School of Law, where he
earned his Juris Doctor degree in 1973. As a law
student, he earned awards in the areas of Federal
Procedure and Conflicts.

After graduating from law school, Congressman
Green co-founded and co-managed the law firm
of Green, Wilson, Dewberry, and Fitch. In 1977,
he was appointed judge of a Harris County,
Texas Justice Court, where he served for 26
years before retiring in 2004. Throughout his ca-
reer, Congressman Green has enjoyed the respect

For approximately ten years, Congressman Green
served as president of the Houston Branch of the
National Association for the Advancement of
Colored People (NAACP). Under his leadership,
the organization grew to unprecedented heights,
increasing membership from a few hundred to
many thousands, and the staff from one to more
than ten.

As a testament to his exceptional service to the
community, and in recognition of his outstanding
professional achievement as well as his superior
leadership ability, Congressman Green has re-
ceived numerous awards.

These awards outstanding include: Texas Asso-
ciation of REALTORS Legacy Award, 2011;
Texas Black Democrats’ Profiles of Courage
Award, 2007; the AFL-CIO MLK Drum Major
Award for Service, 2007; Ebony Magazine’s 100
Most Influential Black People, 2006; and the
NAACP Mickey Leland Humanitarian Award,
from the Houston branch as well as the Fort
Bend branch of the NAACP. Congressman
Green has also been honored by the city of Hous-
ton with a day named in his honor--“Al Green
Day.” As evidence of how truly blessed Con-
gressman Green believes he is, when asked,
“How are you?” He often responds, “Better than
