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Newroz Hollday and the Myth of Kaveh (Kaw)

Newroz is March 21% the first day of the Kurdish
Solar Year, celebrated by Kurds, and the origin
of the word Newroz is derived from the word
‘new day’ or the ‘light of the morning’, which
means a new day or the light, and the word
Newroz has the same meaning in Farsi.

One of the rituals is setting a beautiful dining ta-
ble to include 7 things starting with the letter ‘S’
in addition to a mirror and the Holy Quran and
red fish, fruit and nuts .

The Kurds Newroz Holiday:

To the Kurds it is a national holiday celebrated
all over the world.

Kurdistan in Irag, Newroz is a formal festival
and a dignified occasion starting on March 20 for
a period of four days, and a flame is ignited in all
Kurdish towns and is called ‘Kaw’ the
Blacksmith.

Newroz, which marks the first day of the Kurdish
(March 21) is the national holiday of the Kurdish
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people and a number of people of East Asia,
which is at the same time celebrated by Persians
and Azerbajanis, to them it means spring and a
month of fertility and renewal of life in the
cultures of a number of Asian people, but it also
holds a national dimension directly related to
freedom from oppression and according to the
setting of fire was a symbol of victory and
deliverance from the injustice that was
originating in one of the referees oppressors.

It is said that in ancient times there was an
Assyrian wicked king named Dahhaak and this
king and his kingdom were cursed because of his
evil.

The Sun refused to rise and it was impossible to
grow any grains and vegetables and the wicked
King had an additional curse, two snakes
attached to his shoulders and when they got
hungry he felt tremendous pain and to satisfy the

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Count Dracula the famous vampire who was our
fear and concern when we were children and his
films cluttered movie theaters, who is this
creature?

They created
this creature as a vampire who enjoys life by the

Yes he was Count Dracula, who was actually
present in the fourteenth century and whose real
name is Vlad Tepes Ill, a Romanian prince who

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ruled between 1456 and 1462.

Born in the city of Sighisoara in Transylvania
County Romania, his father was nick-named
‘Dracul’ meaning ‘Satan’ and has inherited the
title of his father and became known as Dracula.
Dracula was unjust, and was known to hang his
victims on wooden lancers with a spear that
penetrated their backsides and emerged from
their necks.

He also liked to skin the flesh of his enemies or
throwing them in hot water or break their necks,
or squeeze out their eyes or burn or bury them
alive and even cutting their limbs while alive
Dracula was known of his cruelty which
dominated his reign.

It was told that one day Dracula assembled all
the poor of the city in his castle and offered them
a great feast prepared specifically for them and
they did not believe their eyes, after they finished
eating Dracula asked them if they want to get rid
of poverty once and for all and they replied yes
so he burnt them all alive.

In 1462 Dracula started a military campaign
against the Turks along the Danube River, and
this was a big risk as the forces of Sultan
Mohammad Il who was much stronger and better
equipped.

This angered the Sultan and decided to punish
Dracula by occupying all his territories and when
Dracula realized that he is standing alone without
his allies support against this mighty army, he
decided to withdraw.

During his withdrawal, Dracula burnt all the
cities on his way and poisoned all the water
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wells. On the way to Dracula’s palace the Sultan
was stupefied by the horror of watching
thousands of his army mutilated and dumped on
the side of the road when the Sultan arrived to
Dracula’s Palace .

Dracula was able to escape through a secret
tunnel and bumpy roads between the surrounding
mountains and managed to reach Hungary and
asked for the assistance of king Mattias Corvinus
who captured him rather than helping him.
