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Omar Al-Sharif, Star of The East and

He was born Michel Demitri Chalhoub on April
10, 1932 in Alexandria, Egypt to a Catholic fam-
ily. His father was a lumber merchant who al-
ways wanted his son to succeed him in business,
but the young Omar Al-Sharif was passionate
about acting. He studied at Victoria College
where he used to act on stage. The global director
Joseph Chahine was his classmate. Omar Al-
Sharif was very interested in his school drama
activities since he was twelve years-old.

His cinematic career started when he met Joseph
Chahine who knew about Al-Sharif’s love of
acting, so he introduced him as a co-star with ac-
tress Faten Hamama in the film “Struggle in the
Valley” [“Siraa’ Fi Al-Wadi”]. This movie har-
vested an amazing success that made Omar Al-
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The West

Sharif and Faten Hamama an unseparable couple.

They were married in 1954 after a love story
which was considered as one of the greatest love
stories in the Egyptian cinematic history. They
acted together in many films. Their last one was
“River of Love ” [“Nahr Al-Hob] . The upshot of
this love was their son Tariq who appeared with
his father in Doctor Zhivago at age eight. Unfor-
tunately, the love story between Omar and Faten
ended when they separated in 1974. Omar Al-
Sharif never got married again.

In the United States, some rumors spread about
an affair between Omar Al-Sharif and the global
star Ingrid Bergman but these rumors have never
been confirmed or declined.




From Egypt to
Hollywood Stardom

In the early 60s, Omar Al-Sharif met film direc-
tor David Lean who recommended the actor to
appear in many films. As he became very busy
with his global stardom, he started to neglect his
wife which led to the break of the marriage.

After his peerless success in his first wide-
distribution film “Lawrence of Arabia” in 1962,
Omar Al-Sharif became very popular and the
Western World started to follow up on his films.
He continued to work with director David Lean
and played various roles in several films such as
“Doctor Zhivago”, “The Yellow Rolls Royce”,
and “Green Ice”.

Omar Al-Sharif appeared in comic roles as well,
such as in  “Top Secret” in 1984. After that, he
receded from the art arena, and he just appeared
in programs, serials, and evenings as a guest of

honor, as well as in TV movies.

In his foreign films, Omar Al-Sharif was famous
to play the roles of the quiet, mysterious, nice

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and good-looking guy. In spite of his absence
from Egypt, Omar Al-Sharif didn’t stop acting in
Egyptian radio serials such as “A Nose and Three
Eyes”, “The Lost Love”, and others.

In 1962, Omar Al-Sharif was nominated for the
Oscar as Best Supporting Actor in Lawrence of
Arabia. Other professional awards he received:
Best New Actor Award for Lawrence of Arabia
in 1963; Best Actor Golden Globe Award, for
Doctor Zhivago in 1966; Arab World Celebrities
Award in 1966; Best Actor Cesar Award, for
“Mr Ibrahim and the Flowers of Quran” directed
by Frangois Dupeyron; and in 2004 the Golden
Lion Award in the Venice Film Festival for his

overall work.

Briefly, Omar Al-Sharif migrated a big chunk of
the Eastern civilization to the West, as he lit an
Arabic Star in the Hollywood world. His twin

Eastern-Western footprint is forever imprinted on
the Seventh Art.

Additionally, Omar is a world-known bridge
player.
