Remain Limited

Hopes Remain High

With Demand for H-1B Visas High,
H-1B Cap Fills Immediately

In the March 2014 issue of Lebanon
Times, 1 wrote about how March tends to
bring about a frenzy in the immigration
world. Employers and their prospective
employees scramble to prepare petitions
for H-1B visas — visas for professional
workers. There are only 65,000 available
each year (and another 20,000 reserved
for applicants who have earned a mas-
ter’s degree or higher in the United
States). Beginning April 1% of each year,
applicants can file petitions for these vi-
sas. If more petitions are received in the
first five business days than there are
available numbers, the petitions all go
into a lottery where a random selection
process occurs. So each year, we rush to
file our H-1B petitions on April 1* or as
soon as possible thereafter, aiming for
the first five business days of April.
Then we wait and hope that the petitions
we filed are selected for processing and
ultimately approved.

The 65,000 visas (plus the 20,000 for US
master’s degree holders) might sound
like a lot depending on your perspective.
For me, it’s way too little. This year, US-
CIS reported that it received approxi-
mately 233,000 petitions in the first five
business days of April — almost four
times the number of available visas! So
basically, one out of four applicants will
actually get a chance to get an H-1B.
Others will have their petitions returned
to them by mail, and will have to find
other options or return to their home
countries.

The I-Squared Act (S.B. 153) was intro-
duced in the Senate to increase the num-

ber of H-1B visas from 65,000 to be-
tween 115,000 and 195,000 depending
on market conditions and demand. How-
ever, the fate of this Bill is yet unknown.
Executive Action Stalled Amid

Pending Litigation

Since I took a break from my column in
March, I’ll also mention a subject that is
of interest in our community (and which
was mentioned in my January 2015 Col-
umn: the Executive Immigration Pro-
grams announced by President Obama in
November 2014. Many of us were hope-
ful that USCIS would begin accepting
applications for the extended DACA
Program, which takes the 2012 Deferred
Action for Childhood Arrivals Program
and opens it up to a wider range of peo-
ple who came to the United States prior
to turning 16. We were also waiting for
the implementation of the Deferred Ac-
tion for Parental Accountability (DAPA)
program, which would allow parents of
U.S. citizen and permanent resident chil-
dren to apply for work permits. Several
states, including Texas, sued the Execu-
tive Branch of the government in Federal
Court to stop the programs from being
implemented. However, the Fifth Circuit
Court of Appeals has not yet ruled on
whether the government can proceed
with implementing these programs. The
Fifth Circuit recently dismissed a suit by
Immigration Customs Enforcement
(ICE) agents to stop the government
from accepting applications for the 2012
DACA program, and the immigration
legal community remains hopeful that
this is indication that the current suit to
stop the new programs from going into
effect will also be dismissed.
