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Is there life after death?

The answer to this question may be easy for believers of different religions who work hard in their lives to get
into a purer life. But there are many who remain skeptical about the next and final life, particularly scientists
who prefer to use scientific analysis as the proof.
A team of psychologists and doctors from the German Technical Institute confirms the presence of this other life
after having conducted a first of its kind experiment. They planned on sending a group of people to the borders
of death, bring them back to life, and ask them about their experiences during the journey.

This rather controversial process was applied to 944 volunteers over a period of four years. They were adminis-
tered two types of drugs, the Aabernfrin (epinephrine) and the Dimethyltryptamine (DMT, a powerful hallucino-
genic drug that dramatically affects human consciousness) designed to allow the body to bypass the test case of
death and rehabilitate without any damage.

Then, the scientists put the body in a temporary state of "coma" through a combination of other drugs, and 18
minutes later they "revived" the patient with the assistance of Auto-Pulse, a machine that reactivates heart and
lungs.

Dr. Bernard Ackerman, who led the research, stated that all the certificates collected from volunteers “confirm
the existence of life after death,” even though they had minor differences.

Most common memories include a feeling of detachment from the body, feelings of levitation, total serenity,
security, warmth, the experience of absolute dissolution, and the presence of an overwhelming light.

The scientists say that they are well aware that many of their conclusions could shock a lot of people, especially
that the religious beliefs of the individuals did not make a difference on their sensations and experiences that
they described at the end of the experiment. Indeed, the volunteers counted in their ranks members from a vari-
ety of Christian churches, Muslims, Jews, Hindus and atheists.

“I know our results could disturb the beliefs of many people” says Dr. Ackermann. “But in a way, we have just
answered one of the greatest questions in the history of mankind, so | hope these people will be able to forgive

us. Yes, there is life after death and it looks like this applies to everyone.”

need for more food became greater. Market hunt-
ing started to take form, to supply the local popu-
lation living along the Atlantic coast with fresh
ducks and geese. Men would go into wooden
boats and go out into the bays hunting, some-
times with large shotguns.

Hunting pleasures

Waterfowl hunting provides you with the rare
opportunity to enjoy the pleasures of the out-
doors, the camaraderie of your buddies, the ex-
hilaration of firing off your shotgun, and the sat-
isfaction of watching those birds decoy perfectly
into your spread.

Go with aguru

Probably the best advice I can give is “hunt with
someone who is wise in the ways of waterfowl.”
Your hunting mentor can help you find a place to
hunt, locate where ducks are feeding and pattern
their flyways. They can also help you understand
duck hunting regulations and make sure that you
have the proper license and stamps, including the
mandatory federal duck stamp. There is no end to
the things you can learn about calling, decoy
placement and wing shooting from an experi-
enced hunter. Plus, you'll have a great time, build
your skills and give your confidence a huge
boost.
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The EB-5 Immigrant

Investor Option

A few months ago, | wrote an article
on how Lebanese people seem to have
an entrepreneurial spirit and are often
successful business owners. In my
article, 1 noted that there is no treaty
between the United States and Leba-
non to allow Lebanese nationals to
apply for temporary investor visas
(which we call the E-2 Treaty Investor
Visa). | noted that this was a shame
because the United States could bene-
fit from more entrepreneurs and new
businesses.

Although Lebanese nationals cannot
qualify for E-2 Investor Visas (which
are usually given for two years at a
time and may be renewed as long as
the investor continues to direct her
business), Lebanese people (and peo-
ple from all other countries) may use
the EB-5 Immigrant Investor program
to apply for a green card.

The EB-5 program is also known as
the “Employment Creation” program
because it was formulated to encour-
age investors to open businesses in the
United States which would create jobs
for U.S. workers. The program gener-
ally requires that an individual seeking
to immigrate permanently to the
United States invest $500,000 -
$1,000,000 in a commercial enter-
prise, and that the investment lead to
the creation of 10 full-time jobs for
U.S. workers. | have heard the EB-5
program described as “green cards for
sale,” but the fact of the matter is that
the U.S. Immigration Service is very
strict in its approvals of EB-5 cases.
Investors must show that the funds
they invest were obtained lawfully.

While this might sound simple, many
individuals have to show years of tax
returns to prove that they earned their
investment funds. If funds were a gift
from their parents, we often must
prove that their parents obtained the
funds lawfully. In addition, investors
must submit an extremely detailed
economic growth plan in order to
show that the investment is likely to
create 10 full-time jobs.

Once a green card is granted, it is a
conditional resident card valid for
only two years, and before the expira-
tion of the card, the investor must file
another petition to obtain a long-term
resident card. At this point, the inves-
tor has to show that the 10 full-time
jobs have been created or will be cre-
ated in the foreseeable future.
Although the EB-5 program requires a
high dollar investment ($500,000
minimum) and a minimum of 10 full-
time jobs to be created, it has gener-
ated substantial interest. And although
Chinese investors applying to immi-
grate to the United States through this
program will likely be subject to a
backlog in their category, nationals of
Lebanon and other countries are not
(at least, not yet).

For those seeking to immigrate to the
United States and willing to make an
investment, the EB-5 program is
worth considering. And for any U.S.
citizens reading this, keep in mind that
this program is a tax-free job creation
tool with limited availability each
year. This is a program we should sup-
port, and we should urge Congress to
increase the annual numbers of visas
available through this program.

DON’T invite all strangers. It might be tempting to introduce all
your favorite friends to each other, but if you are the only thing
they have in common, the evening might feel more like a mixer
than a proper dinner party.

DO sit down. Plan the menu and the serving of it so you’re able to
enjoy the meal too. You deserve a chance to eat, but also no one
wants to be at a dinner party where the host spends most of the
evening urging people to eat while he or she stirs something on the
stove.

DON’T pry. If someone says “no thanks” to something you are of-
fering, don’t offer reassurance that it’s not too caloric and insist
that the person have some. You don’t want to force your guests
into revealing that they’re dieting/pregnant/other personal reasons.

. DO light some candles. Atmosphere! It’s what makes a dinner party

a party. Your table scape doesn’t have to be over-the-top, but it
should look nice. Candles are inexpensive, readily available, and a
great place to start.

. DO accept some help-if you want it. This is personal: Some people

don’t want guests to see behind the curtain or the kitchen door. If
you don’t mind your guests knowing you don’t work clean, then let
them clear the table.

DON’T let the guests do dishes—unless they’re related to you or
they’re compulsive. If they are neither, you might be calling their
bluff on an empty offer, and then you’ve made your guest use your
ratty sponge, which is not a very gracious experience.

DO serve dessert. Whether it’s a beautiful fruit platter, something
store-bought (or homemade), or a cheese platter with dried fruit,
dessert is a good way to signal that the meal is over and you’re on
to the next part of the party.

DO think about dessert being served away from the table. It’s nice
to move to another seating area for coffee and dessert. Just be pre-
pared for people to hunker down. Dinner party guests have been
known to linger—especially if the couches are nice and there are
unopened bottles of wine...

DON’T write thank-you notes. But if you were given something
more than wine (a candle, a plant, a hemp grocery bag), you could
send an e-mail letting your guest know how much you enjoyed his
or her company and the thoughtful whatever-it-was.

DO start the cleanup before bed. Even if you overindulged. And
you’ll be so happy to wake up to a clean kitchen. After all, that’s
what dinner parties are about: good times.
