Americans themselves did not expect the gum to
take root in them, and many Americans made fun
of this habit.

But William Wrigley was able to make them
addicted to the gum slowly and through the
pressure of gradient advertising.

In 1907 the famous American Journal "Harpers"
wrote that this habit, is especially for women and
the few men who chewed was to keep women
company.

Wrigley has contributed greatly to making this
habit penetrate various circles and segments in
the American society and amongst men and
women from all ages.
