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Jeans consumed the world and invaded the
bodies of men, women, children, elderly, and
presidents. Jeans became the top international
fashion, but the question remains of who
invented jeans?

According to sources, this historical offshoot
goes back to the sixteenth century where it began
in the Italian city of Genoa which produced
tapestry of wool and linen for the sails of ships
that are resistant to wind and storms and over
time they started to manufacture pants for sailors.
It is said that the word Jeans is derived from the
word Genoa ‘genes’. The spread of jeans in the
world began during the eighteenth century in
America and Americans claimed that they are the
first to make this apparel while the French,
British, and Italians insisted that the source of
this garment is Europe. The reason for the right
of priority in this industry goes to the French
who produced a fabric called ‘de nimes’ and the
word in French means “serge de nimes’ , a
French fabric from the city known as ‘nimes’
since before the seventeenth century.

Nimes is historically known for its textiles.
Denim, the fabric of blue jeans, derives its name
from this city (Serge de Nimes (De-nim)).

Who launched the jeans in America and how?

In 1873, Levi Strauss launched jeans after first
designing brown burlap pants for miners and

researchers of gold in San Francisco. He then
switched to canvas ‘de nimes’ (denim) dyed blue
from the design of Levi Strauss and Jacob Dauvis.
This became quite popular among miners. These
pants were for men only and were sold in 1879
for only one dollar and forty six cents.

In 1935, Levi’s jeans for women were introduced
for the first time and have gained sweeping
popularity ever since to become in our time one
of the necessities of every human being on the
face of the earth that has in the wardrobe a pair
or more of jeans.

However, the global disagreement remains
between the French and the British and the
Italians and the Americans about the first launch
of jeans in the world. Each of the countries
claims to be the patriarch of the jeans.
