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In his own language and with a Texan accent
John Bueche discloses to Lebanon Times Maga-
zine his story on how he discovered he is a

Since then every Monday people would line
up waiting for me. One Monday | was relieved for not doing
this anymore when | found out the place had burnt down.

| treat all kind of pain and once | treated a woman for her
pain, who had lost her eyes sight, and then while | was
treating her husband | looked at her and her eyes were
wide open and she told me that she could now see again. |
treat all kind of pain except for broken bones but can help
heal the pain associated with the fracture. | do not feel the
pain of the patients while treating them as some people
think it is a unique gift from God.

Being a believer | do pray sometimes while healing people
you have to realize | am an extension cord with this gift
flowing through me. | do not charge for my services but will
accept a donation; | have bills to pay and expenses. | am
not a doctor and do not pretend to be one. The healing can
be permanent and | always advise for more than one 20
minutes session.

This gift is not inherited; | did not even know | have it. Now |

have to put it to use and make it available to all those peo-
ple who are in need in their homes but hoping one day | will
have enough money to open a modest clinic.

CONSEQUENCES OF DIVORCE

The consequences of divorce can be summed up into four main areas:
1. The diminishing of the father’s role in the family.

2. Poor impact on the children psychological adjustment by hindering
the satisfaction of their psychological needs (relatedness, autonomy,
competence).

3. Emotional problems for a number of persons involved.
4. Reduced living standard.

Despite the above factors, it is certainly naive to think that we can
never again reduce divorce.

For most Middle easterners, marriage remains the highest expression
of commitment they can imagine. Even as divorce and nonmarriage
have increased, our standards for what constitutes a “‘good” marriage
have risen steadily. The percentage of people who believe it is accept-
able to cheat, lie, or keep secrets in a marriage has fallen over the
past 40 years. Many couples work hard to enrich their relationship and
deepen their intimacy. Couples at risk of having unhappy marriages
would benefit from interventions that increase the security of spouses’
attachment to each other using marriage counseling as a way of pre-
venting divorce and separation.
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
