Jude was born in a small town in north Leba-
non called KFAR SGHAB close to city called
EHDEN .He started working at the twin towers
on the 15th floor as a stock broker .

He left Lebanon 1970 after surviving an explo-
sion in central Beirut. Hoping to reside in the
USA living a peaceful life, and live a prosper-
ous future.

Jude woke up on Sept 11 thinking about his
parents that reside in Columbia wishing he can
visit them soon or they can come ,and see him
in the USA. He didn’t know that this day two
airplanes will crash in the twin towers and de-
stroy his dreams. He didn't know that hatred
will destroy the lives of innocent men and
women that are working hard to provide a liv-
ing for their families.

Jude was probably remembering how he came
to this country to go to school ,and find a job in
the twin towers, and always told his friends
that the likelihood of another explosion is im-
possible . Never imagined that another disas-
ter might happen and destroy the twin towers .
He was praying the night before at a Lebanese

Maronite church in EASTON, PENSYLVINIA.
His destiny was to die on the 15" floor, proba-
bly burnt alive in the middle of an inferno .No
trace of him was found he basically vanished.
The twin towers fell and 2973 innocent men
and women died too, thousands injured.
Twenty four people were missing including
Jude Moussa. Also four Lebanese were miss-
ing too.

His cousin Joseph Moussa that also resides in
Pennsylvania and met at one time President
George Bush rushed to try to see Jude but
was not able to even enter New York City that
day.

On the third day Joseph was able to get to
ground zero and meet President Bush, he ap-
proached the president gave him a hug and 3
kiss on the cheek. The president asked Jo-
seph one kiss is not enough? “ Joseph replied
that the Lebanese tradition is when they like
someone they give him 3 kisses, and that the
destiny of the Lebanese people is always to
die in the name of freedom, and serve the
country that embraces us *

In 1892 Racheed Saloom who worked at the
railway station in Lebanon decided to migrate
to the new world. He was adventurous by na-
ture so he decided New York City will be his
destination.

He left his country Lebanon which used to be
known as big Syria. After 30 days in the ocean
he landed on Ellis Island, and was greeted by a
gang of thieves. They stole everything on him,
his passport, money and clothes. So he was
naked from everything except the clothes on
him in a new country that he doesn’t even
speak its language.

He knew no one, had no relatives and no
friends.

He studied French and Arabic in a convent in
Lebanon. He was hoping he can find someone
that speaks his language but had no luck.

On Ellis Island Racheed Saloom stood alone in
his Lebanese village clothing (Al shirwal). The
pants were brown in color and a golden shirt
with a black vest. A scarf around his neck , and
a red Turkish hat (tarbush).

He was only 23 years old standing proud but
scared, but not willing to extend his hand for
help like the beggars on the street in New York
City.

Racheed Saloom stood on the streets doesn’t
know which direction to take. He is from a small
village called DEIR AL KAMAR that experi-

enced a religious massacre by the Turks in
1860.

He looked at AMERICA as the land of free that
embraced every religion. After being on the
streets for days he asked in French a soldier
about directions. He told him he needs to go to
LAFAYETE because they spoke French.

So he decided to walk towards Louisiana but
with no money in his pocket but he owned two
legs that can take him there. So he walked day
and night, and when he got tired he slept in the
woods, and sometimes on the side of the
streets. Finally he was able to reach Louisiana
after walking over 1500 miles, and arrived to
LAFAYETTE in 8 months.

He started working with integrity, and was able
to establish several retail stores, and started
investing in real estate, and became one of the
richest people. He left a massive fortune after
his death and many streets in LAFAYETTE
were named after him. He died in 1952 at the
age of 90 years old.

This amazing story was told to us by his grand-
daughter EVELYNE THERESA HANNI and she
is alive today, and resides in a retirement home
in LAFAYETTE. Lebanon Times magazine
was able to interview her, and share this great
story about a man that worked hard every day
of his life, and was not willing to give up to
reach his destination in LAFAYETE after walk-
ing 1500 miles and 8 months .

See your doctor if you experience a persistent
change in your bowel habits or if you have any
of the signs and symptoms of inflammatory
bowel disease. Although inflammatory bowel
disease usually isn't fatal, it's a serious disease
that, in some cases, may cause life-threatening
complications.

Complications

Crohn's disease affects the entire thickness of
the intestinal wall. Over time, parts of the bowel
can thicken and narrow, which may block the
flow of digestive contents through the affected
part of your intestine. Some cases require sur-
gery to remove the diseased portion of your

bowel. Chronic inflammation can also lead to
ulcers anywhere in your digestive tract, includ-
ing your mouth and anus, and in the genital
area and anus. Bleeding may result. Sometimes
ulcers can extend completely through the intes-
tinal wall, creating a fistula, which is an abnor-
mal connection between different parts of your
intestine. Anal fissures are another complication
associated with painful bowel movements. Addi-
tionally, diarrhea, abdominal pain and cramping
may make it difficult for you to eat or for your
intestine to absorb enough nutrients to keep you
nourished, and anemia is common in people
with IBD.

It is important to remember that having IBD dis-
ease that affects your colon increases your risk
of colon cancer. In addition to inflammation and
ulcers in the digestive tract, IBD can cause
problems in other parts of the body, such as ar-
thritis, inflammation of the eyes or skin, clubbing
of the fingernails, kidney stones, gallstones,
and, occasionally, inflammation of the bile
ducts. People with long-standing IBD also may
develop osteoporosis, a condition that causes
weak, brittle bones.

Inflammatory bowel disease (IBD) in-
volves chronic inflammation of all or part
of your digestive tract. IBD primarily in-
cludes ulcerative colitis and Crohn's dis-
ease. It can be painful and debilitating,
and sometimes leads to life-threatening
complications. Ulcerative colitis is an in-
flammatory bowel disease that causes
long-lasting inflammation in part of your
digestive tract. Symptoms usually de-
velop over time, rather than suddenly.
Ulcerative colitis usually affects only the
innermost lining of your large intestine
(colon) and rectum. Crohn's disease is
an inflammatory bowel disease that
causes inflammation anywhere along the
lining of your digestive tract, and often
spreads deep into affected tissues. This
can lead to abdominal pain, severe diar-
rhea and even malnutrition. The inflam-
mation caused by Crohn's disease can
involve different areas of the digestive
tract in different people. No one is quite
sure what triggers inflammatory bowel
disease, but there's a consensus as to
what doesn't. Researchers no longer be-
lieve that diet and stress are main
causes, although stress can often aggra-
vate symptoms. Instead, current thinking
focuses on the immune system and he-
redity.

Inflammatory bowel disease symptoms
vary, depending on the severity of in-
flammation and where it occurs.
Ulcerative proctitis is when inflamma-
tion is confined to the area closest to the
anus (rectum), and for some people, rec-

tal bleeding may be the only sign of the
disease. Others may have rectal pain, a
feeling of urgency or have frequent,
small bowel movements.
Proctosigmoiditis involves the rectum
and the lower end of the colon, known as
the sigmoid colon. Bloody diarrhea, ab-
dominal cramps and pain, and an inabil-
ity to move the bowels in spite of the
urge to do so (tenesmus) are its com-
mon problems.

Left-sided colitis is inflammation ex-
tending from the rectum up through the
sigmoid and descending colon. Symp-
toms include bloody diarrhea, abdominal
cramping and pain on the left side, and
unintended weight loss.

Pancolitis affects more than the left co-
lon, often the entire colon, causing bouts
of bloody diarrhea that may be severe,
abdominal cramps and pain, fatigue, and
significant weight loss.

Fulminant colitis is a rare, life-
threatening form of colitis affecting the
entire colon and causes severe pain,
profuse diarrhea and, sometimes, dehy-
dration and shock. People with fulminant
colitis are at risk of serious complica-
tions, including colon rupture and toxic
megacolon.

crohn's disease symptoms
Inflammation of Crohn's disease may in-
volve different parts of the digestive tract
in different people. Inflammation may be
confined to the bowel wall, which can
lead to scarring (stenosis), or inflamma-
tion may develop gradually or come on
