Phillip was a scholar and college professor
and authority on the Near East include per-
sonal correspondence; professional corre-
spondence; lectures and speeches; book re-
views; writings; personal memorabilia; tapes,
films, photographs, maps, newspaper clip-
pings, a scrapbook, and copies of United
States sponsored archaeological dig con-
tracts. Correspondents include Viola (Hitti)
Winder, and Mrs. Philip K. Hitti. McAuliffe was
known by the name "Christa" from an early
age, although in later years she signed her
name "S. Christa Corrigan”, and eventually
"S. Christa McAuliffe".

Was an American teacher from Concord,
New Hampshire, and was one of the seven
crew members killed in the Space Shut-
tle_Challenger_disaster.She received her
bachelor's degree in education and history
from Framingham State College in 1970, and
also a Master of Arts from Bowie in 1978. She
took a teaching position as a social studies
teacher at Concord High School in New
Hampshire in 1982. In 1985, McAuliffe was
selected from more than 11,000 applicants to
participate in the NASA Teacher in Space

Project and was scheduled to become the first
teacher in space. As a member of mis-
sion STS-51-L, she was planning to conduct
experiments and teach two lessons
from Space Shuttle_Challenger. On January
28, 1986, the spacecraft disintegrated 73 sec-
onds after launch. After McAuliffe's death,
schools and scholarships were named in her
honor, and also in 2004 she was posthu-
mously awarded the Congressional.

The year that McAuliffe was a youth, she was
inspired by Project Mercury and the Apollo
moon landing program. The day after John
Glenn orbited the Earth in Friendship 7, she
told a friend at Marian High: "Do you realize
that someday people will be going to the
Moon? Maybe even taking a bus, and | want
to do that. She wrote years later on her NASA
application form: "I watched the Space
Age being born, and | would like to partici-
pate."

As Lebanese-American we and our chil-
dren may take pride in our heritage and
carry on its unique traditions and culture.
We have been able to succeed in our new
country because America embraced us.
But we also succeeded because we are
who we are, because of certain virtues that
we taught in the country of our origins.
